meeting schedules (some of these new ways
were presented to the Delegates at the monthly
CCFAA meeting on January 17"). We may
need to slightly increase the cost of some of the

literature so that we can stay afloat.

In closing, let’s all work together to ensure the
future of Central Office in Sacramento.
