                                 Fixing the Hole in My Soul  

When I was searching for the answer to “How did I become an 

alcoholic?”  I developed a theory about myself and some of my brothers 

and sisters in the 12 step programs.  There seemed to be a common 

thread uniting us; each of us had found a solution for the common pain 

that I call  “A Hole in the Soul”.  I call us “Holees”, not a flattering label 

but I like it. 

The hole has a variety of manifestations.  It might be a feeling of 

loneliness experienced when a love is lost (or never found).  Perhaps it 

began with the schoolyard bully and his friends that started me and 

other “Holees” on a lifetime dominated by fear and intimidation.  Some 

of us sought approval of others so eagerly that we lost ourselves in the 

desire to please others.  

   Depression and sadness as a state of being is one of the most 

pervasive holes that I have experienced.  There is not a single element 

of life that is at fault but it seems the whole world is a downer. 

Impending doom is a regular companion and “it probably won’t work” is 

the ready response to any proposed action or activity. 

   Another hole to be filled is that nagging feeling of 

“not quite good enough”.   One area of my life was 

unsatisfying and I generalized that unhappy 

situation to be a personal belief that somehow I 

would always be a little inferior to others, always 

an outsider, just never fitting in, never quite 

right, or simply being an oddball in a world of cool 

people.  

   There are those of us who experienced the belief that we had as 

infants i.e. the world was created to provide us with comfort and 

pleasure.  That feeling was translated into a belief and was never left 

behind. We demanded the world provide what we wanted, when we 

wanted it and it didn’t happen – we were bitterly disappointed and 

saddened. Perhaps the most difficult hole we dug for our self was when 

we had experienced a modicum of success.   We felt the world did not 

properly acknowledge our greatness (it’s lonely at the top).  That others 

could not appreciate what was our great accomplishment was truly 

disappointing. 

The list could be summarized to read the causes for the hole(s) are;          

1) fear,   2) emotional sensitivity, 3) childish expectations, 4) depression, 

and 5) grandiosity.  

The seed of our sorrow is not as important as the solution we believe we 

have found! 

Life has a way of giving each of us a number of challenges.  The nature 

and number of those crises is quite variable but the end result seems to 

be inevitable for we Holees.  Being baffled by the continuous nature of 

this emptiness and failure to find the happiness we sought we searched 

for a solution  The cause of our discomfort was immaterial; to find a 

solution that would fill the emptiness was our goal. 

My personal solution to this dilemma has been to build a reliance upon 

a source of wonder that I do not fully understand, a group of friends 

that are recovering from abusing the same solution that I did, and a list 

of guidelines general enough to allow my individuality but specific 

enough  to make me responsible for my feelings, thoughts and actions.

 The shortfall was easily offset by other Income categories ɀ most notably, Group Contributions of $71,238 YTD being $5,988 

higher than the Prorate Budget of $65,250. Special Events Revenue was a big plus. All Told, Total Income (line 14 on the report) of 

$211,071 is $13,484 higher than the budget.  

¶ Cost of Goods Sold: Paper Stock & Staples (line 22 on the report) of $1,826 for September includes a large, non-recurring purchase of 

the sleeves used for Newcomer packets; to take advantage of bulk discounts, these are purchased in large quantities, and it takes 

several years to use up the supply. Total Cost of Goods Sold of $71,737 for the year compares to the budget of $65,400 for a $(6,337) 

unfavorable variance. YTD Gross Income (after cost of goods) of $139,187 is ahead of the pro-rated budget by $7,147 ɀ due largely to 

the strength of Group Contributions, Picnic Revenue, and Special Events Revenue. 

¶ Expenses: most expenses categories are tracking close to budget. Total insurance being higher than budget by is due to timing if 

insurance premium bills, and an increase on premiums for D&O insurance. Meetings/Conference expense for September of $1,267 

includes the one-time. Total Utilities is higher than budget mostly due to an anticipated non-profit discount on the AT&T bill not
